Feet:
A set of stressed/unstressed syllables

Meter:
A sequence of feet. There are several types of meter; the most prominent is Iambic Pentameter.
Rhyme:
Two words that have the same sound, usually at the ending of the word.
Iambic Pentameter – A set of five feet, or five sets of stress/unstressed syllables. Sometimes, an unstressed third syllable can be added to the last line:

To be or not to be, that is the question;
Whether 'tis nobler in the mind to suffer
The slings and arrows of outrageous fortune,
Or to take arms against a sea of troubles

(Hamlet, Act III) 
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
